The State of Oregon is in the process of drafting/
reviewing legislation that would follow, in large part,
the energy efficient standards adopted by the State
of Washington. Although such legislation is not
expected to be ratified until early 2007, Oregon's
stated intention is to make the legislation retroactive,
effective January |, 2007.

What steps should | follow to transition
and ensure that | am compliant with the
efficiency standards once it goes into effect!

Begin to convert your inventory to either a halogen or
compact fluorescent reflector. The regulation does not
apply to product manufactured prior to January I, 2007.
